APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS: Your application is considered complete upon submission of all the following materials: personal information/ narrative questions, current resume or c.v. and artistic sample.  Incomplete submissions will not be considered, and no handwritten materials please.  If you are e-mailing your materials, please do not zip or compress your files.  Send multiple separate e-mail messages if needed.
· Personal Information/ Narrative Questions (next two pages of this form)
· Current Resume or C.V. 

· Artistic Sample: This is your opportunity to share your creative work with the panel that will be reviewing the applications.  Please submit a sample that you feel most showcases your artistic skills, interests and experience; something that captures who you are as an artist.  If you work in multiple art forms, please submit one sample in the art form you work most frequently in.  Your artistic sample should be a sample of your original creative work, not student work that young people created while working with you in any capacity.  Please note that the panel reviewing the applications has a short amount of time to review materials, so please adhere to the length guidelines below.  Links to websites featuring your work are not considered acceptable submissions.  All written submissions should be in English please.  Examples of acceptable artistic samples: 

· 1-3 pages of poetry or prose, please include year created
· 1-3 images (JPG or PDF format please), please include year created
· 3-5 sample production/ performance programs (please mark where your name appears in each) 
· List of productions/ performances with brief descriptions, dates and venues (no more than 2 pages)
· CD/DVD (5 minutes or less in length), please include year created
· 1-2 MP3 files (5 minutes or less in length each), please include year created
· 1-2 AVI or MPG video files (5 minutes or less in length each, no WMV files please), please include year created
PLEASE NOTE: TATIP (Advanced Level) takes place between October 2010 and June 2011 and includes mandatory attendance and participation in the following:

· October - November: Mandatory three-day Institute (October 23, October 30 and November 13 - ALL DAYS 10am-4pm). 

· November - May: Trainees assist in a CWP residency for one weekly session (45 -60 minutes long) for a minimum of three weeks.  Most of our residencies take place during school hours (M-F, 8am-1:30pm) in NYC public schools.

· January – May: Advanced Trainees are encouraged to attend monthly CWP Professional Development Workshops, but attendance is not mandatory.
